Program Components
Mentoring

Small group, targeted mentoring will be offered for all participants in the program.  Teens will have the opportunity to build a supportive, caring relationship with a trained mentor as well as participate in peer-to-peer mentoring.

Major Classes
Each institute will be comprised of one or more focused major classes in which participants will work with a specialist to develop key skills in that area.  Majors will vary widely and will be designed collaboratively according to youth interests, best practices in the youth development field, and community partner resources.

Recreation

Every day teens will participate in interactive, recreational activities including swimming, basketball and other gym sports, board games, and outdoor games.

Lecture Demonstrations

A series of professionals working in our community will visit us to talk about their work and provide teens with an opportunity to learn more about how to apply their new skills.

“Real Talk” Personal and Social Skills

Through small group activities, teens will have the opportunity to practice positive personal and social skills.  Teens will also practice communication skills through carefully facilitated dialogue circles and will gain exposure to the multiple layers of our shared world so they may be better equipped to face the challenges facing our communities.

Final Showcase

Throughout session one and session two, teens will be working to create a final product or show in their major that will be featured at a closing celebration.  Teens are encouraged to invite family and friends to this event.
